• Dress Rehearsal will be held on the same day that the dancers perform.


• Dancers will perform at dress rehearsal in full costume, hair and make up. Great photo ops!


• On arrival please sit in audience before start of dress rehearsal. Miss Boni will make an announcement when 
the first 6 numbers need to go backstage to line up.


• Please bring your dancer to the Dancer Drop Off area 6 dances before his / her number located in the south 
plaza to the right of the stage, there will be a sign saying ‘Dancer Drop Off’ - stage moms will meet you there.


• Please follow the live rehearsal program which will be posted on the big screens at the Pavilion during 
rehearsal only! Programs will be used for show to follow order.


•  ALL dancers are to come in costume with hair and make up done and their costume on under a cover up. 
Cover ups are required over costumes when sitting in the audience. 


•  For rehearsal, dancers and parents will be able to wait anywhere in the seats in the auditorium until their 
dancers number is due to go backstage.


• Entrance to the Pavilion during dress rehearsal will only be via the East Gate only (by parking lot).


• Pavilion concessions will be open during dress rehearsal. Please note the Pavilion will not accept any 
payments by cash they are credit/debit card only.


• Backstage there will be a Multiple Change dressing room and tents available for dancers with multiple/quick 
changes.


• Please make sure that you are aware of the Pavilion bag policy before entering the Pavilion.


• Dancers are free to leave once their class has rehearsed their dance, unless your class is in finale or the 
dancer is in another dance. Please pick up your dancer as soon as their dance is over at designated area in 
the north plaza to the left of the stage, a Stage Mom or Boni’s Teacher will be with them.



PERFORMANCE (both days): 

4pm	 	 The Pavilion gates will open.


4:55pm	 The first 6 numbers report to dancer drop off in south plaza to begin lining up for the start 
	 	 of the show. 


5pm	 	 The performance begins 


• All dances not in the first 6 numbers, please bring your dancer to the Dancer Drop Off area 6 dances 
before his / her number located in the south plaza to the right of the stage, there will be a sign saying 
‘Dancer Drop Off’ - stage moms will meet you there. (Please ONLY enter and exit between dances).


• Please NO Gum, Jewelry or Underwear beneath costume (your tights replace your undies)


• Please apply make up at home.


• Please make sure your dancer has recently gone to the bathroom before drop off - there is a restroom 
in the drop off area.


• ALL dancers are to come in costume with hair and make up done and with their costume on under a 
cover up. The cover up is also to be worn if your dancer is sitting in the audience. Please carry your 
dance shoes in a clear bag and change into them prior to bringing them to drop off.


• Please pick up your dancer as soon as their dance is over at designated area in the north plaza (exit 
on applause).

• Stage Moms will remain with dancers for 10 minutes, anyone not picked up by that time will be left 
with a Boni’s Staff Member in the pick up area.


• Please NO Flash photography, this is very distracting to dancers and dangerous to older pointe 
students. This will be enforced by the Pavilion personnel.


• Personal videotaping will be allowed in the reserved seats; however due to viewer obstruction please 
only video while seated. A professional recording will be available for purchase at 
www.bonisdance.com


• Please exit your seat only on the applause between dances so as not to block another audience 
members view of their dancer.


• Entrance to the Pavilion for the Performances will be through the North, South or East Gates.


• Pavilion concessions will be open during performances. Please note the Pavilion will not accept any 
payments by cash they are credit/debit card only.


• Please make sure that you are aware of the Pavilion bag policy before entering the Pavilion.
